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Introduction

Las Vegas Wash (Wash) ecosystem. Although the

Mojave Desert is the driest desert in North America,
the problem of weeds plagues this area as much as any
other. Weed infestations are easily spread from backyards
to wilderness areas, such as the Wash. In fact, the Wash
itself has become an important vector, or pathway, for the
spread of weeds from the Las Vegas Valley into Lake
Mead and the Colorado River System.

I nvasive weeds pose one of the largest threats to the

Desert wetlands along the Wash fill an important
ecological role in the Las Vegas Valley. Think of the
Wash as an “urban river” made up of reclaimed water,
shallow groundwater, urban runoff and stormwater. Every
day the Wash funnels 150 million gallons of water from
the Las Vegas Valley into Lake Mead. Native plants along
the Wash help keep our water clean, manage flood waters,
control erosion and provide important habitat for a
number of plant and animal species not found anywhere
else in the Las Vegas Valley. Invasive weeds negatively
impact native plants’ ability to thrive. A weed infestation
can alter a habitat’s appearance and function.

Tamarisk, for example, is a highly invasive weed easily
recognizable along the Wash corridor. Consider tamarisk
the house guest who stays too long - he cleans out your
fridge, drinks too much, and doesn’t share the couch. This
is essentially what the plant has done not only in the
Wash, but throughout the western United States. Once

G prlzed for |ts drought tolerance and fast growth, tamarisk




can be used for habitat by some bird species, it does not
typically offer the same ecological benefits as native

plants.

How to Use this Guide

Identifying, eliminating and controlling the spread of
invasive weeds are tasks of the Las Vegas Wash Project
Coordination Team. This identification guide was
developed for Las Vegas Wash Coordination Committee
(LVWCC) partners to help identify and track weeds along
the Wash. The LVWCC, a community stakeholder group
made up of federal, state and local agencies, businesses,
an environmental group, and local citizens, is
implementing a long-term management plan to protect the
channel from erosion and enhance the Wash ecosystem.
Revegetating sites with native plants is an important part

of these activities and thus

so is invasive plant
management.

While tamarisk is pervasive
and easily-identifiable, a
number of species may
require closer consideration.
This guide can help you
identify invasive weeds

If you’ve found a weed but aren’t sure how to
identify it, start by noting its size. Is it a grass, forb,
shrub or tree? Leaf shape, size and color are good
identification clues. Close-up photos of flowers and
leaves are included with most of the species
descriptions for detailed comparison. Common leaf
shapes and their descriptions are located in the
Appendices. Look at flowers, thorns and seed pods
to help make an accurate identification. Make sure to
note any additional information listed that refers to
possible safety concerns, such as leaf or flower
toxicity.

Weed survey forms are included at the back of the
guide. Please record any findings and contact the Las
Vegas Wash Project CoordinationTeam at
702-822-3300 to report weeds and their locations.

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Glossary

Achene: A small, dry, single-seeded fruit.

Alternate: Leaves are not paired, but stagger along
either side of an axis.

Annual: A plant that completes its entire lifecycle in
one year.

Anther: The part of the stamen that produces pollen.
Ascending: Curving upward from the base.

Axillary: Arising from the joint of a leaf and stem.
Basal leaf: A leaf near the base of a plant.

Bolting: Producing seeds or flowering prematurely,
usually due to heat.

Bract: A small leaf-like structure at the base of a leaf or
flower head.

Bristles: Large, straight, stiff hairs.

Calyx: The outer floral leaves of a flower.

Cauline: Of or pertaining to the stem.

Clasping (leaf): The leaf is attached around the stem;
no stalk between the leaf and stem.

Corolla: All of the petals of a flower.

Culm: Above-ground stems of a grass.

Deciduous: A tree or shrub that loses its leaves at the
end of the growing season.

Decussate: An arrangement of alternate leaves that sit at
right angles to each other, like an “x”.

Dormant: Not active. Some grasses become inactive in
winter and their leaves become dry and yellow-brown.
Elliptic: Broadening at the center and narrowing equally
toward each end of the leaf.

Entire: Smooth edged leaves.

Evergreen: A plant that keeps its foliage all year.
Floret: The smallest unit of a compound flower.

Forb: Any herbaceous plant that is not a grass.
Glabrous: Does not have any hairs.

Grass: A narrow-leafed green herbage.



Glossary

Herbaceous: A plant with a non-woody stem.
Inconspicuous: Not very noticeable.

Indehiscent: A fruit that does not split open and
release its seeds upon maturity.

Inflorescence: A cluster of flowers.

Lanceolate: Shaped like a lance; much longer than
wide.

Leaf margin: The edge of the leaf.

Leaflet: One of the segments of a compound leaf.
Lobed: A leaf with deeply or sharply-rounded
segments.

Mid-vein: The lengthwise vein in the center of the
leaf.

Oblanceolate: A lance-shaped leaf attached at the
narrow end.

Oblong: Having the shape of or resembling a
rectangle.

Panicle: A loosely branched, pyramidal cluster of
flowers.

Pappus: One or more long, soft bristles attached to
the end of a seed.

Perennial: A plant that continues to grow season after
season.

Petiole: A stalk which connects a leaf to the stem.
Pinnate: Resembling a feather, as in a compound leaf
with leaflets arranged on opposite sides of an
elongated axis.

Pod: Usually a long, thin or flat capsule containing
seeds.

Pubescent: Small hairs, often giving leaves or stems
a fuzzy appearance.

Racemes: A cluster of flowers that is unbranched,
indeterminate and bears flowers on short stalks.
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Glossary

Rhizomes: Aroot-like horizontal stem that extends
to create new plants.

Rosette: Arranged in a circular form, sometimes
overlapping, one placed after another.

Scabrous: Rough with short, rigid protections like
sandpaper.

Serrate: Leaf with a saw-toothed edge.

Shrub: Alow, woody perennial plant with many
branches.

Simple: A leaf with no divisions.

Spike: An indeterminate inflorescence bearing
sessile flowers on an unbranched axis.

Spikelet: The basic unit of a grass inflorescence.
Stamen: The pollen bearing parts of a plant.
Stolon: A creeping stem growing on the soil’s
surface.

Sucker: New stems arising from the roots of woody
plants.

Tree: Alarge, perennial, woody plant.

Tuber: A large underground stem that acts as an
organ for food storage.

Turion: A compact bud, found where the leaf meets
the stem or on stem tips.

Whorl: An arrangement of three or more leaves
arranged around the same point like the spokes of a
wheel.

Viability: The ability of a seed to germinate; also the

length of time that a seed is able to germinate.
